This Sunday we begin the Season of Advent, the perfect time to prepare ourselves to celebrate, cleansed of sin and be in the state of grace as we await the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. From today on, we have four weeks to go until Christmas, enough time for us to purify ourselves, making a good confession, freeing ourselves of sin, and promising ourselves to be more careful so as not to fall into temptation and sin. Be watchful! Be alert! When He comes, in all of His glory and in all of His immensity, we will not have time to do anything. We have to begin now. That is why the Lord recommends that we be vigilant and prepared, that we await His return cautiously, taking into account that in this life everything must end. 





How do we prepare ourselves during these four weeks to better our lives? First, do a good confession. The Lord is waiting for us to pardon all of our sins. He does not care about the number or the gravity. He wants to see our repentance and He forgives all. The second thing is to keep praying to God, praising Him and obeying Him in all that He asks of us. Scripture tells us very clearly what He wants of us. He wants us to make a firm resolution to better ourselves. As human beings, we have the tendency to forget that someday we will come to our end. Nobody, however powerful, rich, or important He or she may be, can escape that end. That was why we came into the world. 





This Advent, God call all of us to a spiritual conversion. God wants us to grow closer to him and to experience the warmth of his love more deeply. We do this by opening our hearts to receive his son Jesus Christ into our lives. This advent season of waiting means that we need to acknowledge that truth. We need to become more aware that our spiritual energies will dry up and wither away unless we are in touch with the spiritual dimension of ourselves, unless we are open to God.

Explanation of the new                       translations of the Mass


The Credo – Concluding the Creed





Concluding a review of changes in the 


translation of the Niceno-Constantinopolitan Creed, once again, the by now familiar change is to the first person pronoun, “I believe.”  Also, where the current translation employs the pronoun “He” in reference to the Holy Spirit, the new translation used the pronoun “who,” rendering the Latin “Qui.”


Another change with the Latin “adoratur” being translated as adored rather than worshiped.  The significance of this portion of the Creed is to define the Holy Spirit as being one with the Father and the Son as a do-equal person of the Trinity.


The word “Confiteor,”  “I confess,” is translated in the Creed as “acknowledged.”  In the new translation the faithful will say, “I confess one baptism for the forgiveness of sins…”  Saying, “I confess” more strongly expresses expectation and confidence in “the resurrection of the dead and the life of the world to come.





Current Translation





We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the son.  With the Father and the Son He is worshiped and glorified.  He has spoken through the Prophets.  We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.  We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.  We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.  Amen.





New Translation





I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son is adored and glorified, who has spoken through the prophets.  I believe in one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church.  I confess one baptism for the forgiveness of sins and I look forward to the resurrection of the dead and the life of the world to come.
