   St. Andrew the Apostle was the brother of St. Peter.  It was St. Andrew who introduced St. Peter to Jesus.  St. Andrew began as a follower of St. John the Baptist and followed Jesus after his baptism.  He was a native of Bethsaida in Galilee,  and, like his brother, he was a fisherman.  After Pentecost, St. Andrew preached in Greece, Russia, Poland, and Byzantium.  He was ultimately martyred by being crucified upon an X-shaped cross.
   St. Florence was the daughter of a Roman colonist in Asia Minor.  Meeting St. Hilary of Poitiers, she was baptized and, moving to Comblé, France, she took up the life of a hermit, passing much time in prayer and penance.  Her relics are at the Cathedral of Poitiers. 

   St. Francis Xavier was born in Spain in 1506.  Educated in Paris, he met St. Ignatius of Loyola, the founder of the Society of Jesus (the Jesuits) there.  In fact, he travelled to Rome with St. Ignatius, and was one of the seven first Jesuits to take his vows before the Pope.   St. Francis Xavier is known as the Missionary of the East because he spread the Gospel in Africa, India, Indonesia, China, and Japan.  He died of fever in 1552, on an island off the Chinese mainland.  His incorrupt body was taken to Goa, India, and since then, his relics have been distributed throughout the East.

Advent Season

      Next Sunday, November 27th, the new liturgical year begins with the season of Advent.    The season of Advent is the four-week period of preparation prior to Christmas.  Like Lent, the color for the liturgical season is violet, and, like Lent, it is a time for penance and reflection.   Often, we are caught up in the frenetic activity of the holiday season.  The four weeks of Advent ask us to reflect upon the four thousand years during which the Jews prayed for the coming of the Messiah.  During this time, it is good to consider our need for a Savior, the gift that was given to the world in the person of Our Lord and Redeemer, Jesus Christ, and how well we are prepared for His second coming and the Judgment.   During Advent, the Gloria is not said at Mass, Weddings are not celebrated, and in times past, fasting and abstinence was observed.

     A beautiful custom is the keeping of an Advent Wreath.  An advent wreath is an evergreen wreath that contains 4 candles, three violet and one rose colored.  The circular shape of the wreath symbolizes eternity, while the greenery symbolizes hope and renewal.  The candles are violet for penance, and rose for joy.   A new candle is lit each Sunday and can be lit every evening during the week.   The Rose candle is lit on the third Sunday, or Gaudete Sunday, signifying the joy at the nearness of the coming of our Savior.   Appropriate prayers and readings are recited during the brief ceremony.
