The Gospel this Sunday tells us that those who opposed Jesus were united to bring him down. They all came up to him like a sheep with words of praise but our Lord already knew they were ferocious wolves. When they asked him, “Tell us what you think: Is it lawful to pay the tax to Caesar or not?” They were sure that the answer to this question would lead to his arrest. Whichever way he answered, he would be arrested and imprisoned by the Jewish or the Roman


Authorities. For the Jews, paying taxes would be a form of collaboration with the foreign power that had conquered the Jewish territory. 





The Lord understood them and he answered sincerely and without holding back, “Hypocrites! Why do you tempt me?” When Jesus answered, “Give to Caesar what is Caesar’s and to God what is God’s.” He shows us that he is not against obeying the civil authorities. And he wants us to obey them. But we must take into account our obligations to God. 





The Lord wants us to be people who are honest with the laws that the state has, like paying our taxes as we should and without cheating and obeying the traffic laws. But he also wants us to be courageous when governments push us to accept some laws that goes against the Law of God, such as abortion, euthanasia, genetic manipulation and divorce. 





We have the obligation, as Christians, to protest against these laws using all legal means at hand, because these laws are sinful and unjust. We all know that the civil authority and the Church are two independent entities. Each one has its own laws. But the precepts of the Church are divine laws, laws that all of us must obey to do the will of God. But, be careful! This does not mean that we do not have to respect civil laws that are just. Then, what should be the relationship between Church and state? Jesus gave the answer to the Pharisees when he showed them that even though the state has rights it also has to respect the rights of the Church, which are the rights of God.





Let us remember what the Lord asks of us in the Gospel Reading today. We have to obey civil laws, whenever they are just and do not go against divine law. We cannot separate our human life from our life of faith. The Laws of God are always more important than the laws of man.
