Matthew 25: 01- 13


The gospel this Sunday asked us to be vigilant and sensible as we await for our Lord’s coming. We have to be like these five wise young girls who knew how to be well prepared for the coming of the bridegroom. Even though they did not know when he would arrive, they knew how to remain cautiously vigilant. 





Today there are some members of our community of faith who are not worried about death, they are not worried that one day death would overtake them. Some take it lightly. Others believe that there is still time to prepare when the Lord comes. What would happen if some of them died today? They probably would not be able to enter into the wedding banquet of the Lamb of God. We should be prepared at all times, by not leaving for tomorrow what can be done today. This preparation is the most important thing here on earth. It would be stupid to say, “There is time,” Because we do not know how much time we have left in this life.





Today there are also people who think that everything ends when we die. Many of them call themselves agnostics. Because of this they try, as best as they can, to live life to the max. Those of us who believe in God, through faith, see death not as an end but as a beginning. It is the beginning of our new life without pain, without heartaches, without worries, seeing God face to face. 


When the Lord comes and we are prepared he will lead us all to heaven. Our eternal welfare depends on our hearing and we will not be prepared to meet the Lord, face to face, when he calls us on the Day of Judgment, unless we listen to him today.

The New Roman Missal 


On the First Sunday of Advent in 2011 the Church in the United States will begin using a new edition of The Romal Missal. This edition or new translation pertains to the book we previously called The Sacramentary. Familiar prayers such as the Gloria and the Creed will have some new words and phrases. This new translation will not affect the scripture readings, the prayer of the faithful, or your favorite hyms. The new translation affects the words we speak or sing every Mass, and the prayers that the priest recites alone. This is probably the first time that some of the words we say and hear at every Mass are about to change.





The new liturgical year starts this 1st week of advent which is on November 26, 2011. In preparation to the changes in the Roman Missal (3rd Edition), we will practice our prayers and responses starting Nov. 6, 2011 in all English Masses.  Mass cards/guides are available in the church pews. 








Explanation of the new                       translations of the Mass #2


The Penitential Act immediately                      follows the greeting dialogue.                       Important changes occur in the first                      form of the Penitential Act, which is the commonly used formula called the Confiteor. “Confiteor” is Latin for “I confess,” and comes from the first line of the prayer. Most of this text remains the same as the version we presently use. However, there are two key modifications. The first replaces our current wording of “I have sinned through my own fault” with “I have greatly sinned.” The new text reflects the Latin wording by incorporating the adverb “nimis,” which means “very much.”


 The second set of changes occurs about halfway through the Confiteor, and is more significant. The words removed from the first section (“through my own fault”) are being returned to their proper place here, but with the expression’s full content. “Through my fault, through my fault, through my most grievous fault” is a direct translation of the Latin phrase “mea culpa, mea culpa, mea maxima culpa.” As a well-known line from the old Latin Mass, “mea culpa” has even become a familiar part of our secular parlance, by which one admits having made a mistake.
