The Credo





For the past forty years our liturgical


 response to God's Word through the Creed


 has begun, “We believe.” In the new translation we will say, “I believe.” This change is due to the requirement of a more accurate translation of Latin text. Although the new English translation will begin “I believe,” it remains the faith of the entire Church that has been handed on to each person. Having received the faith, we individually profess our belief, which unites us with the faith of the Church.





Current Translation





We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, one in Being with the Father. Through him all things were made.





New Translation





I believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, the Only Begotten Son of God, born of the Father before all ages. God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, consubstantial with the Father; through him all things were made. 





When we profess that Jesus Christ is "born of the Father before all ages" the Church is directly correcting the erroneous belief that He was created or even came into being through conception as humans do. Rather, the one Lord Jesus Christ has always existed, was not made or created and is the eternal expression, the Word, the Logos of the Father.





Current Translation 





For us men and for our salvation he came down from heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit he was born of the Virgin Mary, and became man. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered, died, and was buried. On the third day he rose again in fulfillment of the Scriptures;





New Translation





For us men and for our salvation he came down from heaven, and by the Holy Spirit was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and became man. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate, he suffered death and was buried, and rose again on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures.
