      St. Silverius, son of St. Hormisdas, was only a subdeacon when he was elected Pope. Soon, Empress Theodora attempted to insert two monophysite -- those that believe Jesus had only one nature, not two (human and divine) -- priests as Patriarchs in the east. Silverius refused politely, but she did not take no as an answer.  The Empress' general, Vitiges, sacked suburban Rome, and Pope Silverius allowed Vitiges' rival, Belasarius, to enter and save Rome. In response, Theodora tried to forge a letter implicating the Pope as a treasoner. This failed, so she had him kidnapped and taken to Patara in Asia minor. 

In the mean time, the Empress tried to force her choice as Pope -- Vigilius, on Rome. St. Silverius was then taken to the island of Palmarola, also known as Pontus, off Naples.   There on that island Pope Saint Silverius died from his sufferings and treatment, and is venerated as a martyr. Vigilius was  regularized as the next Pope, rejecting Monophysism to become a champion of orthodoxy. 

      St. Aloysius Gonzaga was born in Castiglione, Italy. The first words St. Aloysius spoke were the Holy Names of Jesus and Mary. He was destined for the military by his father (who was in service to Philip II), but by the age of 9 Aloysius had decided on a religious life, and made a vow of perpetual virginity. To safeguard himself from possible temptation, he would keep his eyes persistently downcast in the presence of women. St. Charles Borromeo gave him his first Holy Communion. A kidney disease prevented St. Aloysius from a full social life for a while, so he spent his time in prayer and reading the lives of the saints. Although he was appointed a page in Spain, St. Aloysius kept up his many devotions and austerities, and was quite resolved to become a Jesuit. His family eventually moved back to Italy, where he taught catechism to the poor. When he was 18, he joined the Jesuits, after finally breaking down his father, who had refused his entrance into the order. He served in a hospital during the plague of 1587 in Milan, and died from it at the age of 23, after receiving the last rites from St. Robert Bellarmine. The last word he spoke was the Holy Name of Jesus. He was beatified only fourteen years after his death by Pope Paul V, and was canonized in 1726 by Pope Benedict XIII. 
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Trinity Sunday

The fundamental dogma, on which everything in Christianity is based, is that of the Blessed Trinity in whose name all Christians are baptized. The feast of the Blessed Trinity needs to be understood and celebrated as a prolongation of the mysteries of Christ and as the solemn expression of our faith in this triune life of the Divine Persons, to which we have been given access by Baptism and by the Redemption won for us by Christ. Only in heaven shall we properly understand what it means, in union with Christ, to share as sons in the very life of God.

The dogma of faith which forms the object of the feast is this: There is one God and in this one God there are three Divine Persons; the Father is God, the Son is God, the Holy Spirit is God. Yet there are not three Gods, but one, eternal, incomprehensible God! The Father is not more God than the Son, neither is the Son more God than the Holy Spirit. The Father is the first Divine Person; the Son is the second Divine Person, begotten from the nature of the Father from eternity; the Holy Spirit is the third Divine Person, proceeding from the Father and the Son. No mortal can fully fathom this sublime truth. But I submit humbly and say: Lord, I believe, help my weak faith. 

The origins of the celebration of Trinity Sunday goes all they way back to the Arian heresy of the fourth century, when Arius denied the divinity of Christ by denying that there are three Persons in God. To stress the doctrine of the Trinity, the Fathers of the Church composed prayers and hymns that were recited on Sundays as part of the Divine Office, the official prayer of the Church. The feast of the Blessed Trinity was introduced in the ninth century and was  inserted in the general calendar of the Church in the fourteenth century by Pope John XXII. But the cultus of the Trinity is, of course, to be found throughout the liturgy. Constantly the Church causes us to praise and adore the thrice-holy God who has so shown His mercy towards us and has given us to share in His life.
