       Notable among the Saints this week are St. Teresa of Avila and St. Margaret Mary Alacoque.  St. Teresa was a Spanish Carmelite nun, and important Catholic mystic.  Her autobiography and her works The Interior Castle and The Way of Perfection are classics in the area of spiritual development and contemplative prayer.  St. Margaret was a French visionary and mystic who received, through visions of Our Lord, the devotion to the Sacred Heart and the First Fridays devotion.  Both of these women lead lives of heroic sanctity and contributed much to the Catholic understanding of prayer and devotion.  
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The Sorrowful Mysteries are:

The Agony in the Garden:  Our Lord went with His apostles to Gethsemane to pray.  There He sees the immensity of sins of mankind which he will expiate through his Passion and Death.  “Father, if it is possible, take this cup from Me. Yet not My will, but Thy will be done.” 
The Scourging at the Pillar: Our Lord is scourged by a metal-tipped whip, His virginal flesh deeply wounded in reparation for all the sins of the flesh of an ungrateful humanity.
The Crowning with Thorns:  Jesus Christ is humiliated by the Roman soldiers who mock him by dressing him in a red robe, with a reed for a scepter and a crown of piercing thorns.  Laughing and bowing before Him, they spit in His face and strike Him with their fists.  He suffers this in reparation for our countless sins of pride.
The Carrying of the Cross:  Bent almost double by the weight of His cross, Jesus struggles up the road to Golgotha.  He falls and is goaded on by the whips and blows of the Roman soldiers.  Our Lord carries the burden of the world’s sins, accompanied by the jeers and curses of the impious crowd.
The Crucifixion:  “Forgive them Father, for they know not what they do."   Jesus Christ, sinless victim and our Lord and Savior, dies an ignoble and cruel death, surrounded by thieves.  “ It is finished.  Father, into Your hands I commend My spirit”

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The Rosary of Our Lady is not only effective in winning battles or overthrowing heresy.  It is also a very efficacious way to promote piety and good will among the community.  In the 17th century, in response to complaints of sinful revelry in the public square, St. Louis de Montfort suggested erecting a statue of Our Lady in a niche overlooking the square, and reciting a daily rosary in front of it.  Within a week, the sinful public antics abated and large crowds had gathered to share in the prayer, completely transforming the village’s character.
