    St. Ignatius of Antioch was a disciple of St. John the Evangelist.  He was appointed by St. Peter to the See of Antioch, which he held for 40 years before dying a martyr during the persecution under Trajan.   There are seven of his letters still preserved, which explain much of the ecclesiology of the early church.

     St. Luke was born at Antioch, Syria.  He was a gentile, known to be  a physician and painter.  He was one of the earliest converts to the faith and was one of the missionary companions of St. Paul.  He is the author of both the Gospel of St. Luke and the Acts of the Apostles.  St. Luke died at the age of 84, and his relics can now be found at the Cathedral of Padua, Italy.

Parents can “Opt Out” of offensive and anti-Catholic choose to enroll them in the state’s public schools. Many of these parents may not be aware that :

1) their children may be exposed to some instruction that is contrary to their beliefs as Catholics
2) they have a legal right, under California law, to have their children excused from any such instruction. 
However, in order to exercise that right the parent must submit an Opt Out form to the school.
