Beginning Wednesday, February 24, we will be having a period of Adoration in the chapel.  Immediately after Mass, the Blessed Sacrament will be exposed for private devotion until 11:30 a.m. at which time Father Roy will have concluding prayers.
The Bishop has sent guidelines on Lenten Regulations and Admonitions.  It will be an insert in next week’s bulletin.  In brief, abstaining from meat on Ash Wednesday and all Fridays of Lent is required for everyone 14 and older.  Fasting is required on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday for everyone 18 to 59.
