HOLY WEEK is the most sacred week of the Church’s year.  It begins with Passion Sunday or Palm Sunday as it is more popularly known.  The Mass begins outside the Church with the reading of how Jesus entered the city of Jerusalem to triumphant hosannas.  We bless the palms and proclaim Jesus as our king.  We sing as we enter the Church and then read one of the synoptic gospels that begins with the last supper and ends with his burial.


Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday our Masses deal with the theme of the Suffering Servant from Isaiah and the preparation for the Passover.


Thursday is the Mass of the Lord’s Supper.  Here we celebrate the institution of the Holy Eucharist and the Sacrament of Holy Orders.  In many dioceses that are much smaller than ours the Chrism Mass is also celebrated on Holy Thursday in the afternoon.  This mass is a gathering of the bishop, the presbyterate, and the faithful to bless the oils of chrism, catechumens, and the anointing of the sick.  It is also when the priests renew their vows to the bishop in front of the faithful.


Friday is the remembrance of the Lord’s Passion.  It is the one day of the year when priests are not permitted to say Mass.  The Passion according to 
John is always read.  The veneration of the cross takes place and a simple communion service is performed.  It is called “Good Friday” because it was good for us.  On the first Good Friday Jesus became the Lamb of Sacrifice by offering himself to the Father on our behalf as expiation for our sins on the altar of the cross.  In his dying he destroyed our death.


Holy Saturday is a day of rest.  Jesus fulfills the law by keeping holy the Sabbath.  His body lies in the tomb as he preached to the dead (1 Peter 3:19 and 4:6).


Easter begins after sundown on Holy Saturday night.  The Vigil Mass starts with a service of light followed by a liturgy of the word that leads to the proclamation of the resurrection.  Then the catechumens are baptized and confirmed.  Finally the Eucharist is celebrated and the newly baptized receive their first communion followed by all the faithful.


Easter is a movable feast.  In the Western Church it is celebrated on the first Sunday after the first full moon after the vernal equinox.  This means that Easter can be as early as March 23rd or as late as April 25th.  Because of this Ash Wednesday, Pentecost, Trinity Sunday, Corpus Christi, and the Feast of the Sacred Heart are also movable feasts because they are all referenced to Easter!
