The Prodigal Son

The parable of the prodigal son is found in Luke15: 11-34.  Most of you know the story by heart.  Many of us can identify with the lost son; few of us want to identify with the “good” son.  How many of you identify with the father in the story?  Re-read this parable and try to put yourself in each of the three roles.  Ask yourself how many times you have been the prodigal son, placing your selfish desires ahead of those of the father.  Next, think about the times you have been like the “good” son, always ready to do God’s will except when it concerns someone who has somehow transgressed you, especially a family member.  Lastly, imagine yourself as the father.  Can you sit at home and wait for someone who has hurt you, then welcome that individual with unconditional love upon the return?  Who is the real hero of this story?  Who is the real villain?  Are the lines blurred here between right and wrong, or do we judge even Jesus’ parables with our own standards of right and wrong?

“Take the fattened calf and slaughter it.  Then let us celebrate with a feast, because this son of mine was dead, and has come to life again; he was lost, and has been found.”
