In the vestibule of the Church, you will see that the Book of Life has been resurrected.  Before the beginning of the Mass, please write in any intentions that you would like.  The Book will be brought forward with the gifts during the Offertory and placed on the altar.
Feast Days This Week

St. Henry, son of Henry, Duke of Bavaria, is the Patron of the childless, of Dukes, of the handicapped, and those rejected by Religious Orders.  His Feastday is July 13th.  He was born in 972 and was crowned Holy Emperor by Pope Benedict VIII.  He and his wife lived a life of perpetual chastity.  Henry was firmly anchored in his faith, particularly in the great eternal truths.  He practiced meditation and always sought the glory of God in all things.  

The Feastday of Blessed Kateri Tekakwitha is observed on July 14th.  She is the first Native American to be declared Blessed and she is the Patroness of the environment and ecology (as is St. Francis of Assisi).  Kateri was born near the town of Auriesville, New York, in 1656.  Her father was a Mohawk warrior; her mother died when Kateri was 4.  She was baptized when she was 20, causing her to be abused by her tribe.  Kateri moved to Canada to live with the new Christian colony of Indians where she dedicated her life to prayer, penance, and caring for the sick and the elderly.  She died when she was 24 and is called the “Lily of the Mohawks.”

St. Bonaventure’s Feastday is July 15th.  He is a Doctor of the Church who was Cardinal-Bishop of Albano and Minister General of the Friars Minor, born in 1221 and died July 16, 1274.  St. Bonaventure was venerated in life for the miracles he worked.  In 1434 when his remains were moved, his head was incorrupt.  

July 16th is the Feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel, the title given to Mary by the Carmelites.  The scapular was given to St. Simon Stock by the Blessed Virgin on July 16, 1251.  Those who wear the scapular, whether lay people or members of a religious order, are considered servants of Our Lady.

In 1933, Juan Riu Farran was studying in the Salesian Seminary of San Vicente of the Horts, near the City of Barcelona.  He learned from another seminarian, “There is a pious belief, that whoever prays two thousand Hail Mary’s on the 25th of March, the Feast of the Incarnation of the Son of God, obtains from the Blessed Virgin Mary, at least three graces.”  This devotion has continued to this day throughout the world thanks to the Marian devotion and the ferver of the Philippine people.
